	Selection from Excel Sheet/Drill Down/Save as XLS. Excel sheet is the summary excel report output in spreadsheet format with graphical and diagram capabilities. Drill down is also is a summary excel drill down report with graphical (at the 1st level only) and diagram capability (organization chart). Further save as excel is plain excel output with just data extracted without any ‘transform’. Hence it may not necessarily be analytical output with graphical capabilities.

	To run the analysis allowed yes/no. By default allowed = ‘yes’. During analysis maintenance (this may be set to no) in case, this may be set to no in order avoid accidental running of analysis.

	Entry allowed only if Rounding applied = ‘yes’ . e.g. for rounding in 1000, user should maintain 3 here and for upto 2 decimal as -2.

	Status



	Status of report whether Modified / Report Generated / Generation Error / Fixed. User’s entry is not allowed. At the time of insert status will be Modified. Even at the time of maintaining analysis details this remains modified. After including the analysis in the report, the status will be Report Generated. If any error occurs, status will be Generation Error.

	After Analysis Program
	User input not allowed for save as XLS analysis (because Save as XLS is not an analytical output and it can not be stored for use in future). After completing analysis if we have to run a particular 3GL or 4GL program to update certain tables in Baan based on analyses results, it is possible with this field. This should be a valid Baan session or 3GL program. This allows backward integration with Baan transactional data. This will save users of manual data entry in cases where users are to revise budgets / estimates etc based on actual result in analysis. This after analysis program is invoked with appropriate arguments which are to be used for retrieving analysis results. When the analyses are run through Baan job management, then this program is not started for the analysis in question. In such a case , after analysis program has to be scheduled in Baan job management only immediately after the analysis is run. For more information, please see Backward Integration.doc
